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Near Les Invalides, Le Cing Codet is an architectural gem from the 1930s updated by
Jean-Philippe Nuel. Reinterpreting the emblems of the luxury hotel world, the designer
plays up the building’s atypical volumes, creating a plush, peaceful atmosphere in the 67
rooms and suites. Furniture created by Nuel’s agency is combined with designer pieces
and fine materials like oak, leather and marble. In all the spaces, contemporary artworks

. and photographs lend an air of distinction. The five-star hotel also houses a restaurant
_and a bar with an interior patio, ideal for téte-a-téte dining or drinks.
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THE CHESS HOTEL

With its low-key entrance giving onto a long black
and white hallway and its lobby on the second floor, this
building not far from the Opéra Garnier doesn’t look like
a hotel. The owners, Compagniec Hételiere de Bagatelle,
gave the duo designers Gilles & Boissier carte blanche
for the interior. Black and white checkerboard or dark (
parquet flooring, subtle colors on the walls, frescoes by the
artists Cyprien Chabert and Victor Ash, marble lamps,
patinated brass, linen, velvet... The décor is cool, spare
and contemporary, making The Chess Hotel a haven of |
peace—and of gastronomy, with teatime featuring Popelini
pastries accompanied by teas from Mariage Fréres. Not to
mention “Cheers au Chess,” a special cocktail hour concept
with appetizers from the upscale épicerie Da Rosa.
